Once again, the start of the school year
has been filled with vision and hearing
screenings. | spend a lot of time to get all
the students tested as it is important for
them to be able to see and hear
instructions. | want them to have all the
tools they need to be successful.

If students did not “pass” the first
time around, | will recheck them before
sending a letter home. Most of the time, |
have told the children that | will be sending
home a letter, so they may tell you before
the letter is even written. The equipment
that we use is not as sensitive as that of
the medical specialist, which is why we
send the referral. If you have any
questions about my results, or your child
has broken glasses/hearing aids, or you
need help with finding a specialist, please
contact me at 865-4172.

News about the School Based
Health Center (SBHC):

We are fortunate to host a SBHC at 1AA.
Barbara Frankowski MD will be seeing
students most Monday mornings and
MaryLee Ritter PNP will be available
every other Wednesday starting 9/19.
These providers are able to provide
medical services beyond what the School
Nurse may do. They can diagnose strep
throat, check rashes, monitor asthma
action plans, prescribe medications and
will coordinate with your child's primary
care provider. All SBHC visits are shared
with your child's primary doctor. Only
students who have registered (yellow
form) for this additional service may be
scheduled for appointments. This service
does not replace appointments with your
regular doctor, rather it removes barriers to
getting appointments for sick call since
parents do not need to be present. Please
call the health office for Monday morning
appointments should your child be sick
over the weekend and you want them to
be seen by the doctor. If you have
insurance, your company will be billed for
services rendered.
